
 

The Westminster Police Department (WPD) was recently honored by 
the Orange Coun ty Human Relations Commission for Excellence in 
Community Policing.  Our Police/Mental Health Partnership and 
leadership of the Orange County Human Trafficking were 
specifically recognized as exemplary programs.  We appreciate this 
recognition and are inspired to continue innovating new policing 
strategies. 
 
The first quarter of 2008 was a good one for the department.  We 
experienced a great deal of success in patrol, often identifying and 
capturing criminals within minutes of the crime.   Our staffing levels 
remain strong and turnover is very low so most patrol shifts are able 
to engage in proactive patrol strategies that lead to successful 
intervention.  
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 The new Special Investigations Unit (SIU) has been busy addressing problem locations throughout 
the city.  Most recently, the unit was very influential in taming a bar and pool hall that had become 
magnets for criminal activity. 
 
The Departmentõs Emergency Preparedness Coordinator has successfully established a Community 
Emergency Response Team (C.E.R.T.), and planning for the new police facility continues on budget  
and on time.

Many common household items can pose a 
threat to animal companions. Even some 
items specifically meant for pets could cause 
health problems. To protect your pet, simply 
use common sense and take the same 
precautions you would with a child. 
Although rodent poisons and insecticides are 
the most common sources of companion 
animal poisoning, the following list of less 
common but potentially toxic agents should 
be avoided if at all possible:  
 

Cocoa mulch contains ingredients that can 
be deadly to pets if ingested. The mulch, sold 
in garden supply stores, has a 
chocolate scent that is appetizing to 
some animals. 
 

Human medications such as pain killers 
(including aspirin, acetaminophen, and 
ibuprofen), cold medicines, anti-cancer 
drugs, anti-depressants, vitamins, and diet 
pills can all be toxic to animals. Keep 
medication containers and tubes of 
ointments and creams away from pets that 
could chew through them, and be vigilant 
about finding and disposing of any dropped 
pills. 
           
Chocolate is poisonous to dogs, cats and 
ferrets.  
 

Insect control products, such as the 
insecticides used in many over-the-counter 
flea and tick remedies, may be toxic to 
companion animals. Prescription flea and tick 
control products are much safer and more 
effective. Pet owners should never use any 
product without first consulting a 
veterinarian. 
 

Poisonous household plants include azalea, 
geraniums, dieffenbachia, lilies, mistletoe and 
philodendron, among others.
