Council Member Marsh asked Ms. Tran if she asked Mr. Bui about the record of
the business regarding any alcohol violations. She responded that Mr. Bui told
her there were no alcohol violations connected to the business.
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Council Member Marsh asked Mr. Bui about the record of the business regarding
any alcohol violations. Mr. Bui stated there were no violations. Council Member
Marsh also asked Mr. Bui if anyone he employs ever had an alcohol violation.
Mr. Bui answered no. Mr. Bui said that alcohol sales will only be incidental to the
food served.

SPEAK IN OPPOSITION TO THE ITEM.

Darrell Nolta, resident of Westminster, spoke in opposition to the sale of alcohol,
he also objected to increased business hours and four video machines.

She noted that the applicant will not sell beer or
wine “to go” and will only serve alcohol with meals.

Mayor Rice inquired why the conditions included longer business hours and four
video machines. The Planning Director stated that it appeared that standard
conditions were used and in the future she will make sure the conditions are
more carefully reviewed.
