PLANNING CASE 2004-50; LOCATION: 7172 PARK STREET; APPLICANT:
ANDREW PATTERSON (201-00)

Time set for a public hearing to consider a request for approval of a proposed
development in order to construct twelve new detached residential units at 7172
Park Street. The entitlements include approval of a Zone Change from R2
(Multiple Units, 08-12 units/acre) to R2-PD (Multiple Units, 08-12 units/ac with the
Planned Development Overlay), Tentative Tract Map, Site Plan, Design Review
and certification of the Mitigated Negative Declaration MND 04-04.

The Community Development Director noted that the developer requested the
vacation of 15 feet along the south side of Park Street to allow their project to be
larger. The engineering department’s evaluation determined that the street could
be reduced to 60 feet and still provide adequate circulation. In exchange, the
developer agreed to reconstruct Park Street from Locust to Chestnut and install
curb, gutter, sidewalk and parkway improvements on the south side and to install
curb and gutter on the north side at their expense.

Mayor Rice asked if staff determined the value of the trade, to which the
Community Development Director said it would probably be even, but
engineering did consider it. He further stated that it is not always a question of
value; he advised that the improvements would outweigh the cost of the land.

MAYOR RICE OPENED THE PUBLIC HEARING AND ASKED IF THERE
WERE ANY PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK IN FAVOR OF THE ITEM.

Andrew Patterson, applicant for the project, spoke in support of his project.

His concern was in regards to a reproduced letter from, at
that time, Mayor Chuck Smith, but noted that the Mayor’s signature was a
forgery. This letter was used to accuse, now Supervisor Chuck Smith, of being a
communist sympathizer.

Council Member Paris wished the City Manager a speedy recovery. He stated
that anything regarding the past election should have been taken to the City and
not discussed in a public forum.

Council Member Fry said he was asked to recommend someone to be appointed
to the Tree Committee, but he noted that all of the committees will be appointed
in January. Mayor Rice said that a report and a recommendation will be
forthcoming regarding a reorganization of all the commissions and committees
and it will be discussed at the December 6, 2004 study session meeting at 4:30
p.m.

Mayor Pro Tem Quach also wished the City Manager a speedy recovery.
