Toan Thai, a Westminster business owner, stated that the communists do not deserve to
visit Little Saigon, and he was pleased that Resolution No. 3835 was adopted.

Mayor Bruce Broadwater of the City of Garden Grove, congratulated the Council for
their adoption of Resolution No. 3835. He said he received a call from someone at the
State Department who at first, said the resolutions go against the State Department’s trade
policy with Vietnam, before he read the resolutions; then after he read it, he agreed it did
not go against their policy.

A woman who said she represented the Vietnamese Community thanked the Council for
adopting Resolution No. 3835 and for erecting the Vietnam Memorial statue in Freedom
Park.

Helena Rutkowski, resident of Westminster and a Westminster School Board member,
thanked Council Member Marsh for his assistance in writing a definition of gender for
the State and she thanked all those who supported the majority of the school board. She
added that the State accepted the definition and the schools are not losing any funds.

Darrell Nolta, resident of Westminster, stated he supported Resolution No. 3835,
however, he said that it costs money to protect democracy and the Bill of Rights, and the
language of the resolution will not make Westminster a communist-free zone.

Larry Laven, resident of Anaheim, stated that cities and states do not have the jurisdiction
to establish relationships between countries; but he said he was glad the resolution was
adopted.

Council Member Fry directed a statement to Mr. Van Tran that he has seen a

demonstration of democracy in action and told him this same demonstration could never
happen in Vietnam.
