REVIEW OF PLANNING COMMISSION’S DENIAL OF CASE NO. 2003-74
(SITE PLAN/DESIGN REVIEW); LOCATION: 8882-92 BOLSA AVENUE;
APPLICANT: ANDREW K. NGUYEN AND BRUCE H. NGUYEN OF
SOUTHLAND PROPERTY DEVELOPMENT (201-04)

Time set for a public hearing to review the Planning Commission’s decision to deny a
proposal to add a 4,684 square foot second floor, expand the first floor by 911 square
feet, addition of a 106 square foot elevator and equipment room, and various site
improvement, to an existing commercial building located in the Bolsa/Magnolia shopping
center.

Council Member Marsh said he supports the motion, however, he asked if there is anyone
prhesent tonight who wished to speak who would not be able to attend a meeting on May
5%

Jonathon Morgan, President of the Homeowners Association of Bishop Place
Townhomes, said he was not sure if he would be able to attend May 5" Council meeting.
Mayor Rice told Mr. Morgan he could either place his concerns in writing or ask another
person to come to the meeting as a representative of the homeowners association.

The motion carried by a 5-0 vote.

Request from the Little Saigon Tet Parade Association that the City of Westminster
grant a five-year contract with renewable options for future five-year periods,
giving them exclusive rights to organize the annual Tet Parade. (213-02 LI)

Andrew Do, a board member of the Little Saigon Tet Parade Association, noted that in
the past the annual Tet Parade was put on by a loose organization of different groups
without any distinct leadership, which is the reason why his organization made the
request for a five-year contract for an exclusive right to organize the parade.

Peter Nguyen, resident of Westminster, urged the Council to approve the request from the
Little Saigon Tet Parade Association.

Mr. Ngo, Chair of the Vietnamese Community of Southern California, asked the Council
to think carefully before granting the Little Saigon Tet Parade Association an exclusive
right to organize the Tet Parade for five years.

Council Member Marsh noted that the last Tet Parade organizers met all their deadlines
and submitted all their paperwork, however, he was not in favor of offering a contract.
He agreed to grant the group the first opportunity to organize the parade for the next
several years, but he requested that a written request be drawn up by the City Attorney.

Mayor Rice said she did not want to approve anything for five years because it would go
into the next Council term.

The City Attorney stated that a letter of intent could be drawn up, but not a contract
because the Council must retain discretionary rights for special event permit approval as
laid out in the municipal code.

Motion was made by Council Member Marsh, and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem
Quach, to request the City Attorney to draw up a statement or letter of intent to provide to
the Little Saigon Tet Parade Association, a first opportunity to apply for a permit for the
annual Tet Parade for the next two years, with the draft language to be brought back for
the Council’s consideration at a future Council meeting.

Darrell Nolta, resident of Westminster, stated that he agreed that it should only be for two
years, but he would like to see a standard of merit established.

The City Attorney responded that it is an objective standard with the way the applicant
must relate to staff on matters such as paying insurance, etc.

Mayor Pro Tem Quach stated for the record that it is an objective process, and last year
when Council Members received phone calls from the public, an offer was made to
mediate between the conflicting organizations on two occasions. He said that Council
treated the process objectively.

Mr. Ngo stated that many other organizations boycotted the parade last year.

A woman who said she was from the Vietnamese Community, requested that the Council
hold a public hearing on this matter before they approve it.

Council Member Marsh noted that this item will come back on a future agenda once the
City Attorney prepares the requested document.

The motion was carried by a 5-0 vote.
COMMISSION/COMMITTEE ITEMS SUBJECT TO REVIEW
The actions of the Planning Commission meeting held on March 24, 2004

The Community Development Director reviewed the actions of the Planning Commission
meeting of March 24, 2004:

1) 16300 Beach Blvd (Conditional Use Permit/Minor Modification) for the on-site
sale and consumption of alcoholic beverages in conjunction with a new restaurant.
The request also included a fagade remodel, which will encroach 5’ into the
existing 12’ wide walkway.

2) 15152 Moran Street (Zone Change/Conditional Use Permit/Tentative Parcel
Map/Site Plan/Design Review) for construction of a new active senior (55 years
or older) market rate housing with 87 parking spaces.

Council Member Marsh said he was concerned about the property at 15152 Moran,; if the
applicant adds more parking spaces on the site plan he wants to revise, he may have a
concern with the environmental document.
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Council Member Marsh and Mayor Rice requested that the first item be pulled for
Council review at a future Council meeting.

4. ORAL COMMUNICATIONS

Phil Hodgetts, 16041 Burgess Circle, requested that the Energy Committee be allowed to
meet at his house and discuss the rising gasoline prices and how they will affect auto
sales.

Mayor Pro Tem Quach, as Chair of the Energy Committee, asked if there was any
objection to holding an Energy Committee meeting and reporting back to the Council on
their suggestions. There were no objections. Mayor Rice said she would like to attend.
Council Member Marsh said he would be unable to attend so there would not be a
quorum of Council Members.

Coni Kohan, 7211 Santee, distributed a question and answer form from the California
School Employees Association; she asked that residents become informed on the matter
of the Westminster School District Board’s refusal to approve the Uniform Complaint
Procedure by the April 12, 2004 deadline, which will result in sanctions against the
District, with loss of funds.

Ed Schumacher, resident of Westminster, stated the reason some school board trustees
did not vote in favor of the Uniform Complaint Procedure was their concern about cross-
dressing. He also inquired concerning the Ralph’s Market on Brookhurst and their plan
to vacate the space.

Karen Johnson, student body president of Coastline College, on behalf of the students,
thanked the Council for their partnership with the college district to build the
Westminster Learning Center on All American Way.

Shirl Stewart stated she was happy that the City will be building the Community Cultural
Center and she was anxious to become involved in it.

Darrell Nolta, resident of Westminster, referred to a resolution passed by the Council one
year ago, supporting the President of the United States and the men and women of the
armed forces in Iraq. He said he opposes the war in Iraq; he read a list of names of those
who have died in Iraq and in Afghanistan; he also opposed City money that was used to
reimburse Mayor Pro Tem Quach for a banner.

Vivian Kirkpatrick-Pilger, resident of Westminster, said she was not related to Alan
Pilger who wrote an editorial. She announced that there was a website where residents
can voice their opinions at www.talk.myoc.com, under “communities”. She said she
posted a poll regarding the Community Cultural Center. She requested that her
organization, “Citizens for Government Accountability”, be shown on WTV-3.
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Dale Washington reminded those present that they should use titles when discussing or
addressing members of the Council and the President of the United States. He said that
people should understand the leadership role of America in the world, even though no
one wants war.

S. MATTERS FROM COUNCIL/AGENCY/AUTHORITY MEMBERS
5.1 Council/Agency Member Items

Mayor Pro Tem Quach said he appreciates the freedoms citizens have in this country. He
said that he supports the President’s actions in response to the 9/11 attacks but he realizes
that freedom has a cost.

Council Member Marsh said he could not believe anyone would be opposed to the two
flags that were sent to the troops and he said he was proud of that Council action. He
said he did attend the school district board meeting held last week and observed a large
crowd and it seemed to him people were looking for a fight and not a solution. He also
informed the Council and residents that West Nile Virus has been found in Orange
County. He advised residents to empty standing water. He wished everyone a Blessed
Passover.

Council Member Paris said he enjoyed his time today with the students who attended
Youth in Government Day activities. He said that every day 600 people die on the
highway and no one lists their names. He said that he and others in the service didn’t
want to go to war, but the country had to be protected. He supports the President. He
wished everyone a Blessed Passover and Easter.

Council Member Fry said it was good to see Pastor Peterson and he congratulated all
those police officers that were promoted. He said he had a problem with Council
members getting involved with any recall of the school board members, as a body from
the dais, but not as individuals. He agreed that the West Nile Virus is very dangerous.
He said that the 9/11 attack started a war and this country (our armed services) had to
fight back and he supports the war in Iraq.

Mayor Rice said she respects each person’s opinion, but disagrees when it is said the
Council should not support the men and women in the conflict, who are protecting our
freedom. She announced that a Council Member from the City of Garden Grove
requested that she and the mayor of Garden Grove host an event celebrating the
recognition of the Vietnamese flag by the Westminster City Council on July 3, 2004 at
Freedom Park. She asked that this item be placed on a future agenda for the Council to
consider. She thanked the staff for the Youth in Government Day activities.

The Interim City Manager informed the Council that the Vector Control District gave the
City a video regarding the West Nile Virus, which will be shown on WTV-3.
